Old Business

Road Changes was Cotton Lane which 1300 feet of it is now Natlee Slatin Road.  Eagle Hill there are some homes that are to be subtracted or added to Owen County or Grant County.  Greg Davis talked about the four homes there.

New Business

Kentucky State Police Post 5-Captain was not present.  Kevin Woosley was representative of KSP.   Larry and Marlin talked about the information from post 6 to post 5 and getting the information on where to go, especially the cell phone.  Kevin reported Post 6 transfers a lot of call to post 5 or Gallatin County.  Transfer calls are hard to hear.  They are the last Post on the IC system.  They will be getting the Wagner system in the future.  Bill Birkle talked about PSAPS and additional funding.  Cell Phone that is new can be through triangle under Phase two to where they can rebroadcast to find the person.

Greg Davis talked about the ½ frequencies Grant by Marvin Goodrich which has to be done by 2013.  They are working on a grant. Problem with this is a decline in distance.  Rick talked about the radio frequency that comes in on the ambulance frequency at 6:00am.  We just need to talk to the repeater on the Court House, so an outside antenna is not needed just a magnetic antenna.

The 911 Fund is low due to money not coming in on land based phones due to people discontinuing them in favor of cell phones, and cell phone fee being low go into the CRMS fund.  The prepaid phones are not included in this as well as web based phones.  The 911 monies paid to Post 6 are $11,000.00

Larry Karsner explained 9687 is ordinary ALS Truck, 9686 is our Primary transport truck.  9685 is the secondary ALS truck and 9684 is the secondary transport truck.  The 911 fax is a small server and they are awaiting the larger server which is in Frankfort.  The 911 will send a One Call test later this week to all residences.
